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The abstract should be 100-200 words. The pre-
senting author is underlined, and superscripts are
used to group authors by affiliation. A relevant fig-
ure from your work (also known as a graphical ab-
stract) is strongly encouraged. The example to the
right is a photo taken by Martin Brechtl (https:

Include
both the .pdf and the source files (e.g. .tex, .jpg)
when submitting your abstract.
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
